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Submitting a paper to the journal is relatively simple. Two things are most important: 
  
1) You get invaluable input on your writing skills and a quality review of your ideas by professional anthropologists without any negative consequences (confidential and no grades) 
  
2) You have the opportunity to get your paper published with little effort on your part! 
  
Basic information:
  
1) Papers submitted to the journal are mostly term papers written for a class from this semester or a previous year. Sometimes students will submit a chapter of their thesis, or part of an undergraduate thesis. The idea is to use a paper written for some other purpose and make life easier on yourself. 
  
2) The journal is divided into ‘Literature Review’ and ‘Original Research’ sections. It doesn’t have to be original work to be a valuable contribution to student thought. 
  
3) WE WELCOME UNDERGRADUATE SUBMISSIONS! Even if you think your writing isn’t “good enough”, this is a great opportunity to improve it!
  
To submit an abstract:
  
1) Send your abstract to anthrograd.group@gmail.com by February 10th, 2012 (late submissions are accepted, but let us know that you plan to send it) 
  
2) Abstract should include: 
-        Title 
-        A statement describing the essential information of your paper, a brief mention of topic, hypotheses, background information, methods, results and conclusions. 
              300 words or less. 
  
3) Don’t stress about the abstract. The critical information is the topic and which subfield of anthropology. You can revise it after you’ve developed your paper further. 
  
4) If you haven’t decided which paper to send, you can send more than one abstract.
